1. The refering corps in a match is
composed of the following officials:-

* the first referee
* the second referee

* the scorer

* the Assistant scorer

* Two(2) or Four(4) line judges

Besides 6 (Six) ball retrievers and 8
(Eight) Floor moppers.

2. PROCEDURES

- 2.1 Only the first and second referees may
blow a whistle during the match.

2..2 The first referee gives the signal for .

the services that begins the rally.

2.3 The first and second referees signal
the end of the rally, provided that the\y are sure
that a fault has been committed and they have
identified its nature.

2.4 They may below the whistle when the
ball is not of play to indicate that they authorize
or reject a team request. ;

2.5 Immediately after the referees whistle
to signal the end of rally, they have to indicate
with the official hand signals.

2.6 Ifthe fault is whistled by the first referee
he/she will indicate:-

(a) the team to serve.

The second referee will follow the first
referee’s hand signals by repeating them.

2.7 If the fault is whistled by the second

signal of the first referee.

In this case, the first referee does not show
at all the fault and the player at fault, but only
the team to serve.

2.8 In the case of double fault, both
referees indicate:-

first referee.

3.FIRST REFEREE

The first referee carries out his/her function
seated or standing on a referee’s stand located

at one end of the net. His/her view must be
approximately 50 cm above the net.

' condition, mainly on the front zone. He/she also

5.2.10 The second referee supervises the
team members in the penalty areas and reports
their misconduct to the first referee.

6. RESPONSIBILITIES

6.1 At the start to each set, at the change
of courts in the deciding set and whenever
necessary, he/she checks that the asctual
position of the players on the court correspond

to those on the line-up sheet.

6.2 During the match, the second referee
decides whistles and signals:- :

(a) Penetration-into the opponent’s court,
and the space under the net.

(b) Positional faults of the receiving team.

(c) the faulty contact of the players with
the net at its lower part or with the antenna on
his/her side of the court.

(d) any completed block by a back-row
player or an attempt to block by the Libero.

(e) the contact of the ball with an outaside
object.

(f) the contact of the ball with the floor
when the first referee is not in position to see
the contact.

(g) the ball that crosses the net totally or
partly out side of the crossing space to the
opporrent court or contacts the antenna on his/
her side of the court.

(h) At the end of the match, he/she signs
the score sheet.

7. SCORER

7.1 Location

The scorer performs his/her function
seated at the scorer’s table on the opposite side
of the court facing the first referee.

7.2 Responsibilities

He/she keeps the score sheet according
to the Rules, co-operating with the second
referee.

He/she uses a buzzer or other sound
device to give signals to the referees on the basis
of his/her responsibilities.

7.3 Prior to the match and set, the scorer:-
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(a) registers the data of the match and -

teams, including the name and number of the
Libero Player, according to the procedures in
force and obtains the signature of the captions
and the coaches.

(b) records the starting line-up of each
team from the line-up sheet:

Ifhe/she fails to receive the time-up sheets
on time, he/she immediately notifies this fact to
the second referee.

8. During the match, the scorer:-

(a) records the points scored.

(b) controls the serving order of each team
and indicates any error to the referees
immediately after the service hit.

(c) records the time-outs and player
substitutions, controlling their numbers, and
informs the second referee.

(d) notifies the referees of a request for
interruption that is out of order.

(e) announces to the referees the ends of
the sets, and the scoring of the 8th point in the
deciding set. ‘

(f) records any sanctions.

(g) records all other events as instructed
by the second referee i.e. exceptional
substitutions, recovery time, prolonged
interruptions, external interference efc.

The signal has to be
maintained for a moment and, it is indicated
with one hand, the hand corresponds to the
side of the team which has made the fault or
the request.

12.2 Line Judges Flag Signals

The line judges must indicate with the
official flag signal the nature of the fault called,
and maintain the signal for amoment.

Here an
attempt has been made to discuss only the
religious and integrational impact of tourism.
Religious Impact:

India is a secular country. People of all
faiths live here. There are  thousands of
temples, mosques, churches, and gurudwaras
all over the country. Some of these belong to
the ancient Indian period and are a fine
example of Indian architecture. Puri,
Kanyakumari, Varanasi, Allahabad, Kashi,
Gaya, Vrindaban, Mathura, Haridwar,

Rishikesh etc. are the prominent holy places of

India, where so many religious institutions exist.
Alarge number of domestic and foreign tourists
have been making pilgrimage to these places
every year. In those places religious tourism
have flourished. In Assam also pilgrimage
centres and holy places of all the major religions
are scattered in different parts of the state where
pilgrims from all over the world congregate. The
impact of these religious tourist spots is seen
clearly on the people.

Hajo is the meeting place of three religions
- Hinduism, Islam and Buddhism and is an
important centre of pilgrimage for the followers
of all the three religions. Religious institutions
are like the backbone of the religious life of
Hajo. More or less all the people of Hajo are
directly or indirectly related to the religious
activity in everyday life. The people of Hajo
area are religious minded. All the people are
influenced by the temples, dargahs and Sattras
to some extent irrespective of their caste, creed

and community. Every one bows before the
shrines. It is seen that people passing by a
temple or Namghar or mosque or Sattra pays
obeisance to them. Cyclists always get down
in front of these holy places and bow their
heads. Moreover, people nearer to religious
institutions are more pious than those away from
them. It is because of the fact that these people
are greatly influence by the religious atmosphere
created around those places.

The temple of Hayagriba-Madhava
influences each and every sphere of religious
life of Hajo. There are many beliefs related to
this temple. The first fruite of any crop is offered
to the deity. Before starting any important task,
like long journey, construction of a house,
opening of a shop, people at first worship the
Lord Madhava with some offerings. A groom
before making his journey to his bride’s house
for wedding goes to the foot of the temple to
perform certain rites there. At the time of public
Durga Puja festival observed at
Madhaba -Domotharguri (foot of the
Hayagriba-Madhava temple), the tradition of
making offerings to the deity as a part of the
festival still exists. People of this locality
consider the Hayagriba-Madhava as the king
and father. It is regarded as the protecting deity
of the region.

With the above mentioned circumstances,
the hypothesis number-I1I can be proved. As
the nerve centre of human body m.ﬂuences every
physical pait of it, the [—Iayagrlba-Mad.hava
temple also influences every sphere of life of
Hajo- be it economic, socio-cultural or religious.

Integrational Impact:

Tourism has also played a significant role
in improving national and international

will and friendship among the people of different
countries of the world. It brings unity in diversity.

Hajo isa living example of integration. It
is the meeting point of the Hindu, Muslim and
the Buddhist faiths, which is a symbol of
communal harmony and religious tolerance.
Both the Hidu and Buddhists offer their prayer
in the temple of Hayagriba-Madhava according
to their own rites and customs. On the
other hand, on the full-moon day of Jaistha
(the 2nd, month of the Assamese calendar) a
large number of Hindu folks visit the holy shrine
of Poa-Mecca and light candles in front of the
tomb of Ghiyasuddin Auliya. Apart from this,
during the month of March to April, thousands
of Hindusand Muslims assemble here to
celebrate the Urus festival. Again in the
